INFORMATION MESSAGE
In connection with acceptance by the President and the Government of  the Republic of Belarus of a number of basic documents on atomic power station construction in the Republic of Belarus, The Ministry of Energy has initiated holding in Minsk a specialized exhibition and a conference devoted to atomic engineering — "Atomexpo-Belarus". The exhibition and the conference will take place from March, 21 till March, 23th, 2012 in the exhibition hall at 20/2 Pobediteley Ave.
The main objectives of the exhibition and the conference "Atomexpo-Belarus" are: representation of the newest technologies in nuclear power plant project development, construction, operation and safety; stimulation of research works in the field of atomic engineering in Belarus; assistance in personnel training for nuclear energy.
About 100 enterprises and organizations, including the stand of the Ministry of Energy of the Republic of Belarus the collective stand of the Ministry of Industry and more than 30 enterprises of nuclear branch of the Russian Federation, Belenergo, the National Academy of Science of Belarus, etc. have taken part in the exhibition and conference "Atomexpo-Belarus-2011".

Within the framework of the exhibition from March, 22 till March, 23th 2012 in conference halls of hotel "Victoria" and the exhibition hall a theoretical and practical conference “Perspectives for the Development of Nuclear Power Engineering in the Republic of Belarus” will take place. The conference aims at discussion of atomic power development strategy in the Republic of Belarus.

Within the framework of the conference the following arrangements are scheduled:

· Plenary session highlighting issues of implementation of a state policy in the field of atomic engineering and maintenance of power safety 
· Section sessions in the exhibition main thematic areas (nuclear power plant project development and construction, atomic power station design management; nuclear power machine building, instruments and equipment for nuclear power plant construction; nuclear power plant safety; pipelines and fixtures, electrotechnical and elevating equipment);
· Seminars and presentations of participating companies;
· Round tables for discussing conceptual questions of realization of nuclear power plant construction project in Belarus (personnel training for nuclear energy; legal issues of nuclear energy, nuclear energy and public awareness, mass communications).
